PROJECT-1: 3D Model of Cross -Pollination In Flowers(ROLL NO. 1 to 12)
Material Required :Thread (colourful ) ,coloured paper, adhesive .pearls ,sketchpen ,thermacol/card board

Procedure :
1. Draw the flowers showing cross pollination with pencil on a sheet.
Cut the colourful sheet accordingly and paste it on the same.
Start pasting thread at the boundary.
Use pearls where pollen grains to be shown.
At last label the diagram with sketch all letters should be capital.
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PROJECT-2: 3D Model of Life Cycle of Silk Worm (ROLL NO. 13 to 24)

Material Required:Thread (colourful ) ,coloured paper, adhesive ,stickers (bindi ), cotton sketchpen
,thermacol/card board

Procedure :
1. Draw the diagram of life cycle of silk worm (as in your laboratory book) with pencil on a sheet.
2. Cut the colourful sheets accordingly and paste on the same.
3. Start pasting thread at the boundary.
4. Use stickers to show eggs and cotton for cocoon.
5. At last label the diagram with sketch all letters should be capital.

PROJECT 3- 3D Model of Pinhole Camera (ROLL NO. 25 to 36)

Material Required: a light- proof box, photo paper /butter paper, needle, brass shim piece
Procedure:
1. Make the pinhole: Poke a small hole in a brass shim piece with a needle.
Cut a hole in the box: Cut a small square opening in the box for the pinhole.
Tape the pinhole: Tape the pinhole behind the square opening.
Make a shutter: Make a flap to cover the pinhole form the outside.
Tape photo paper: Tape a piece of photo paper to the inside of the box across from the hole.
