• Paper squares, rectangles, circles (cut-outs)

Procedure: 

• Fold A-4 size sheets in half.

• Fold the paper, rub it so the colour imprints on the other side. 

• Open to reveal a perfectly symmetric art piece. 

• Count and mark the line of symmetry.

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SCIENCE 

1. 3D Model on Pollution and Its Harmful Effects on Living Things 

      Objective: 

• To understand how pollution harms plants and animals. 

• To learn that when plants and animals are affected, our biodiversity also suffers. 

• To encourage students to protect nature by keeping air, water, and land clean. 

     Material Required: 

• Shoebox or cardboard tray (for 3D model) 

• Clay, coloured paper, toy animals, and trees (or paper cut-outs) 

• Cotton, paints/colours, glue, scissors 

• Old plastic, paper bits, bottle caps, and straws (to show pollution) 

• Labels or small chart strips for naming each part. 

        Procedure: 

      Divide your model into two halves: 

1. Healthy Nature Side – shows clean air, green trees, animals living happily, birds flying, and clear water. 

2. Polluted Nature Side – shows smoke, garbage, dirty rivers, dying plants, and sick or disappearing animals. 

OR 

 2. 3D Model on Measurement in Daily Life 

        Objective: 

• To understand three types of measurement: Length, Weight, and Capacity 

• To learn the units used to measure each one 

• To show how we use measurement in daily life 

        Material Required: 

• Cardboard base 

• Paper ruler / small toy scale 

• Strings of different lengths 

• 2 bottle caps + thread (for balance scale) 

• Small objects (pencil, eraser, stone) 

• Small cups/bottles 

• Sketch pens and glue 

        Procedure: 

• Take a cardboard base and divide it into three parts. 

• In the Length part, stick a paper ruler and 2–3 strings of different lengths. 
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• In the Weight part, make a small balance scale using thread and bottle caps. 

• Place light and heavy objects on the scale (like eraser & stone). 

• In the Capacity part, keep 2–3 small cups/bottles and mark water levels with coloured paper. 

• Label each section clearly: Length – Weight – Capacity. 

• Write small tags: cm/m, g/kg, ml/l. 

• Decorate the base neatly. 

3. Make your own sky 

Materials required: thermocol, black and silver paper, allpins, coloured thread. 

Steps: 

• Cover your thermocol with black paper. 

• Draw a constellation of your choice. 

• Draw and cut out stars from the silver paper. 

• Paste the stars on the required place and put allpins on the stars. 

• Paste   constellations of different shapes around the black sky. You can also paste the moon, if you want.
